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Our Thrive learning this term will  follow our 
acƟon plan which has been created with the 

next steps for our right-Ɵme learning in mind.

We will be using a unit of work linked to their 
transiƟon to Secondary School, called Be

In RE, we will be focussing on religious stories, 
including Mohammed’s Night Story.  

In Science this term we will conƟnue

We will work 
towards creaƟng our own micro: bit-based step counter.  

In DT, we will be using our understanding of electrical 
circuits to design and create a steady hand game.  

 In Art, our focus is exploring set designs where we will 
consider what makes a dramaƟc image and how to 

create one.  

This half term, we will be wriƟng a narraƟve based 
on ‘The Journey’ wriƩen by Francesca Sanna. We 
will also be wriƟng poetry based on the picture 

book ’The Moth’.  We will conƟnue to develop our 
AcƟve Reading skills using non-ficƟon texts to 

prepare us for the KS3 curriculum.  

We will develop our team and communicaƟon 
skills, especially in our PGL residenƟal trip.  

We will use the school grounds throughout the 
Summer to learn about nature and make the most of  

natural resources in Forest Schools sessions 

We will share Water safety and first aid 
assemblies this term as well as covering  

RelaƟonships and Sex EducaƟon in PSHE.
