We will be selling off our current stock of school uniform at a discounted rate on 18th and 19th 
March during Parents’ Evening as we move towards operating a more efficient system.   In future 
parents will be able to order via a link on the school website through a company called just-
schoolwear.co.uk. This company supplies the same products along with other items, such as hats, 
rain coats, book bags, PE T-shirts, PE bags with our embroidered logo and other basic school 
uniform items. The company will deliver home at a cost of £5.95 or free to school and text parents 
when delivered.  We will keep parents updated when the system is live via the school website. 
 

Use of films in class 
We have been asked by some parents to clarify what children are watching in classes.  
All classes from time to time will use clips from films as a stimulus to writing, they are used as 
they are accessible to all in the class and provide an opportunity to describe what they can see, 
feel and hear.  Staff will always carefully select the clips to ensure they are suitable for use with 
the children. On teacher’s planning they will record the exact section of the clip timings which they 
are using.  

At other times when children are watching a full film (above a U rating) the expectation is that 
staff will contact parents so that you have an opportunity to view in advance or let the teacher 
know you don’t want them to watch it.
